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Links that allow site visitors to move from one page to another.

Three key questions

Where am I?

Where have I been?

Where can I go?

Where am I?

· Relative to the internet as a whole (What site am I on?) -- logo on every page

· Relative to the site's structure-show part of site structure, highlight current location


Where have I been?

· Default link colors

· Not necessary for navbar. Often done in content.

Where can I go?

· Embedded links - contained within text

· Structural links - navbar

Navbar structure

· Usually a listing of site categories

· Vertical or horizontal

· Horizontal can run out of room

· Horizontal dominant

· Complex navigational schemes are prevalent on large sites.

Location indicator

· Espn.com

· NFL Logo

· NFL Text

· Upward pointing white arrow

Secondary navigation

· Design of secondary navigation should indicate that it is secondary - size, placement, text factors, etc. 

· Possibly graphically indicate relationship to primary nav category
· Example of secondary navigation:

· espn.com - horizontal

· Secondary state indicator 

Hamburger menu

· Standard symbol for mobile navigation

· espn.com

· cnn.com, nytimes.com always have hamburger

Link to Home Page

· Have a link to home page on every page

· Convention is the logo and possibly an explicit home link

General guidelines

· Categorize pages into sections and subsections.
· If necessary, provide secondary navigation (smaller, below or to left)

· Mobile navigation for phone view

· Possible mobile navigation for desktop/tablet view
